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Haworth Cricket Club (HCC) is on West Lane, 
tucked behind a row of houses.

The first games were 
played in a Haworth field at ‘Long Bridge,’ then 
at Cooke Gate (just off West Lane) until the 
present ground at West Lane was opened on 
Saturday 9th June 1951. From 1893, the club 
played in the Keighley section of the Craven 
Senior and Junior Cricket Leagues before being 
admitted to the West Bradford League. The 
1940s was the clubs most successful period, 
winning the League 1944-1948 and completing 
the double by adding the Keighley cup in 1944-
1946. In 1984 HCC joined the Craven and 
District Cricket League, which the club last won 
in 2021. 

We have several qualified coaches, to cater for 
all standard of skills and abilities, which help 
people participate in junior or senior club 
cricket. Our season starts in April, but indoor 
winter training starts in February.

As the snow finally melts, it seems odd to be 
talking about the summer, but what a summer 
we are looking forward to… First, back to the 
here and now… The first couple of weeks of 
the new year saw our volunteers and staff out 
clearing the point work and platforms so that 
we could provide the only service up the valley 
when the snow was at its worst. We have been 
reflecting on our 50+ years of operation and 
concluded that there have only been a handful 
of days when we have been unable to run any 
service due to the weather, which has more 
recently been caused by flooding around 
Haworth rather than snowfall. It is thanks to 
the commitment and tenacity of our team that 
we provide such a dependable service.

Moving back to warmer climes… we are 
turning our attention to our 2025 programme 
of events, which is dominated by our support 
for the Bradford 2025 City of Culture: we are 
hosting a production of The Railway Children, 
which runs from 16 July to 7 September, and we 
hope it will bring many visitors to the home of 
the Railway Children to enjoy the production. 
Tickets are available via the Bradford2025 
website rather than directly from us,. It will 
be great to see so much attention on the 
film that cemented the Railway’s future when 
Oakworth was the central location for the 
1970 production and which generated so 
much interest all these years later. We are 
just completing phase 2 of our development 
work at Oakworth, which will open more 
areas for visitors so you can marvel at the 
innards of the Oakworth Goods Shed, which 
has been closed for viewing until now and is 

a wonderfully preserved time capsule from 
when the Railways were at the heart of the 
nation’s freight distribution network. 
As well as the summer’s production, we are 
still offering our regular programme of events, 
with trains running during half term (15-23 
February), the Steam Gala returning 20-23 
March, and the Diesel-focused Gala 19-22 
June, with trains operating every weekend 
too. More details of the events and latest 
developments on the Railway can be found on 
our website.
As well as the year’s events, we are also 
turning our attention to the next round of 
maintenance and overhaul activities, and we 
are planning a programme of track renewals, 
work on our buildings and all the other things 
needed to keep a 150+-year-old railway 
running reliably and regularly. It’s a never-ending 
task and is costly both financially and in terms 
of time spent. It takes months of planning and 
preparation to deliver the range of projects 
necessary to keep the wheels turning, most 
notably last year with the replacement of the 
bridge near the entrance to Haworth Yard, 
which has been shortlisted for the Heritage 
Railway Associations “Infrastructure Project 
of the Year” award, such was the scale and 
excellence of the work. 
If you have the skills and time to support our 
varied work, we would be happy to welcome 
you into our volunteer family, and we are 
always keen to welcome you on board.

Behind the Scenes at the Museum
Happy New Year from everyone at the 
Brontë Parsonage Museum! 2025 is set 
to be an incredible year for all of us in 
the Bradford area, as we celebrate City 
of Culture right on our doorsteps. Keep 
a lookout for events 
and opportunities 
throughout the next 
twelve months – some 
of which are happening 
right here in Haworth.
Now the new year is 
underway, we’re excited 
to reveal the theme 
of our special 2025 
exhibition, which opens 
in February. This one has 
a particularly local focus. 
From Haworth 
to Eternity: The 
Enduring Legacy of 
the Brontës charts the rise of Brontë-
mania, especially on film and TV, putting 
Haworth’s role centre stage. 
Highlights of the exhibition include early 
souvenirs from the Parsonage and props 
from Sally Wainwright’s 2016 film, To Walk 
Invisible. Particularly tantalising is the 
production script from the first, silent film 
adaptation of Wuthering Heights in1920, 
which will also be on display. The script 
details all the instructions for producing 
the film – but the film itself has never been 
found. 
Haworth’s history is entwined with the 
story of the three sisters, and many of 

the precious items we have in our care 
have come to us from local families and 
friends of the Brontës. We’re continuing 
our local history theme with a talk which 
digs into the murky world of sanitation 

in the nineteenth 
century, lifting the lid 
on hygiene at the time 
of the Brontës. Happily, 
this coincides with the 
opening of our brand-
new (squeaky-clean!) 
visitor and Changing 
Places facilities.
Our new exhibition, 
the opening of our 
visitor facilities, and our 
sanitation talk all take 
place on Saturday 1 

February, and we’d 
love to see you there!

Leftovers
Chicken and Vegetable 
Stew with Dumplings

~ Martin Lingard
This is a great dish for winter as 
it is hearty, warming, tasty and 
healthy, plus very economical.  It 
makes good use of leftovers and 
any veg you may have hanging 
about in the fridge, freezer or 

store cupboard.  It does take a few hours to 
make, but most of this time is just the stock 
simmering slowly, leaving you free to crack on 
with other stuff…Feeds 4 well.

Ingredients
For the stock:
Leftover roast chicken carcass
1medium onion, peeled
1 large leek, thickly sliced
2 carrots, cut into chunks
2 celery ribs roughly chopped (plus leaves)
A thumb sized bit of ginger root, peeled & sliced
2 or 3 garlic cloves
a dozen or so peppercorns
a bunch of herbs (parsley, sage, bay, thyme etc)
For the stew:
4 tbsp pearl barley
2 tbsp soy sauce
4 carrots, peeled and diced
2 medium potatoes, peeled and diced
Mixed green veg’ - whatever you have to hand 
(frozen peas, green beans, bag of spinach etc)
Leftover roast chicken
For the dumplings:
75g suet
150g self-raising flour
½ tsp salt & pepper

Method
Take your chicken carcass, remove all the 
remaining meat and set to one side in a bowl.  
Break up the remaining carcase and wings, legs & 
thighs and place in a large stockpot, skin, bones, 
jelly & all.  Chuck all your other ingredients into 
your pot too, you can also add spices such as a 
few cloves, a star anise, a handful of coriander 

seeds and a few chilli flakes here too if you wish.
Cover with 2 to 3 litres of water and bring 
to the boil.  Once boiling, put on the lowest 
possible heat setting, skim off any scum, bob on 
a lid and leave for 2 to 3 hours,  go and watch a 
movie!
When time’s up, drain through a colander into a 
large bowl or pot, discard all the bones and veg’.
Clean your stockpot then strain the stock 
through a fine sieve back into your stockpot.
Return your pot to a high heat, add your 
pearl barley and soy sauce.  A glug of sherry 
works well too here if you have any left from 
Christmas!
Boil without a lid for 15 to 20 minutes, this 
is to ensure the barley is cooked and it also 
concentrates the flavour.
Add the carrots and potatoes, turnips, swede 
or parsnips can be used as well or instead of 
here if that is what you have.   Season to taste. 
Reduce to a simmer, bob on a lid and leave for 
20 minutes while you make your dumplings.
To make the dumplings, lob the flour, salt, 
suet and a bit of ground pepper into a mixing 
bowl, mix with the back of a knife, adding one 
tablespoon of water at a time.  After 3 to 4 
tablespoons, you will have a firm springy dough.  
Roll into approximately 12 small (walnut) sized 
balls.
Now remove the lid, add the green veg’ and 
chicken and stir well then lower your dumplings 
on top, spooning some liquid over them.  Bring 
back to a simmer and cook for another 10 to 15 
minutes before serving in deep bowls.

Del, with his grandiose schemes 
and boundless optimism, and Raquel, with 
her practicality and patience, are a reminder 
that love is about acceptance and partnership. 
Raquel doesn’t demand that Del become 
someone he’s not; instead, she meets him 
where he is, nagging gently but never trying to 
extinguish his spark.
And perhaps Del and Raquel are onto 
something. Research by Dr. John Gottman, an 
acclaimed relationship psychologist, reveals 
that successful relationships thrive not on 
grand gestures but on the small, consistent 
acts of love and acceptance. A British study 
conducted at the University of Bath found that 
couples who actively practice gratitude and 
acknowledge their partner’s positive traits ~ 
despite glaring faults like their inability to load 
a dishwasher correctly ~ tend to have longer, 
happier relationships. As the saying goes, love 
may be blind, but gratitude wears bifocals.
Yet, it’s not all sunshine and romantic comedies. 
To truly accept someone is an art that requires 
patience, a sense of humour, and the ability to 

let go of perfection. A survey by Relate, the 
UK’s leading relationship charity, found that 
a key predictor of relationship satisfaction is 
the capacity to forgive and adapt. Translation: 
learning to live with someone’s peculiar 
insistence on talking through every television 
programme is more important than romantic 
candlelit dinners; but don't forget the candlelit 
dinners!
British humour, naturally, offers a way to cope 
with these irritations.

beyond. It’s about supporting your partner in 
the here and now, celebrating their victories 
while standing by them through failures. Love, at 
its finest, says: “I see the worst of you, but I also 
see your best, and both are enough for me.”
So, whether you’re living your own Only Fools 
and Horses saga or simply learning to endure 
the quirks of a significant other, remember 
this: love is less about grand passion and more 
about sticking together, laughing through the 
absurdities, and perhaps even growing fond of 
those tea bags in the sink.
