A WALK UNDER THE STARS

I know what we do on the Railway is very 
special as we continue our fifty-year history of 
running heritage trains on the 150+ year-old 
branch line. However, having the opportunity 
to help a group of heritage railway volunteers 
from Ukraine made it even more so. The 
group of women had left their homes in Kyiv 
and Lviv to make the arduous journey to the 
UK, by ‘plane and ‘bus via Warsaw. Arranged 
by the New Europe Railway Heritage Trust, 
a UK-based charity that has organised 
study tours of Britain and Western Europe 
since it was established in 1999. The group 
represented heritage railway organisations 
in Ukraine, including the Ukrainian Railway 
Heritage Association (“AZIZU”) and the 
children’s railway that operates in Lviv. They 
had a particular interest in the restoration of 
historic carriages, so as well as tours of our 
stations and locomotive works, they spent 
time with our excellent team of volunteers 
that restores and maintains our fleet of 
carriages and also with the Vintages Carriage 
Trust, at the Railstory site at Ingrow. We also 
hosted a visit from the Keighley Branch of the 
Association of Ukrainian in Great Britain. It 
was particularly emotional and moving as they 
discussed what they were experiencing back 
home. 

They were especially touched when they saw 
posters for support for Ukraine in one of the 
banks in Keighley town centre, as they were 
struggling to understand the strength of feeling 
here in the UK for what they are enduring. 
They have returned safely home but are now 
dealing with the horror of daily shelling of 

nearby houses. Despite that, their resilience, 
determination and their commitment to carry 
on – as far as they can – normally and think 
about their future plans was truly inspiring. 
They have taken away lots of learning and 
appreciation for maintaining and restoring 
historic carriages, and I hope we can continue 
to work with them in the future.  

It was the efforts of our team of over 700 
people, mostly volunteers, that the visitors 
were enjoying and marvelling at what we 
have achieved since the Preservation Society 
was founded in 1962. Over 60 years of 
commitment and enthusiasm have gone into 
making the Railway what it is today, and even 
now, we are still developing and enhancing 
the Railway. We continue to offer our very 
popular programme of events, including the 
Beer & Music Festival in October, as well as 
Santa’s visit as he joins us on our Christmas 
Elf Explorer services on 25/26 November and 
selected dates in December, and pre-booking 
for both these events is now open via the 
website. In addition, we are always looking to 
the future and to make sure we respond to the 
expectations and needs of our passengers and 
volunteers, so we are shortly starting work 
to open Keighley Water Tower as a visitor 
centre and then to improve our volunteer 
accommodation facilities at Haworth, thanks 
to support from the Keighley Town Deal and 
Heritage Railway Trust. We are also running 
trains through the summer holiday period 
and then revert to operating at weekends, 
so I hope you will use your Local Residents’ 
Railcard and join us on board soon.

The 
team who created the piece tell us more 
about the inspiration they found in Haworth:

Before any 
ideas take hold in our heads, 
before we put pen to paper we 
go and have a good old wander 
of wherever it is we will be 
inhabiting creatively.

1 tablespoon of olive oil 
1kg chicken thighs (bone in & skin on, not 
      filleted or skinned)
6 red bell peppers (orange or yellow will 
   also do but definitely not green ones!)
Salt & Black pepper

Method
You need a large, preferably wide, shallow 
and heavy stove top pot with a well fitting 
lid for this recipe.
Put your pot on a medium heat on the 
stove and pour in your oil.

When warm, chuck in your chicken 
thighs.  Whilst the chicken is starting to 
cook, de-seed and cut your peppers into 
rough chunks.  Stir and turn the chicken 
occasionally to prevent it sticking whilst 
preparing the peppers.  
Add the peppers, stir occasionally for 5-10 
minutes, turn the heat down to low and 
pop on the lid.
Cook for 40 minutes or so until the 
chicken is cooked and tender.  Your pot 
should have loads of gravy from the 
peppers.
Season well with salt and pepper.
I like to serve this with green beans or 
broccoli and either rice or bread to mop
